Plans start at $29 per month for 16 cubic ft. of storage, which can be split up between
all Shipwire locations.

Shipwire says with its new UK warehouse, which is located close to London, most
European ground shipments can be delivered in two to three days. The service includes
the handling of VAT taxes and other regulatory paperwork. Customer returns are sent
back to the Shipwire facility.

To kickoff the opening of the new warehouse, and help merchants schedule container
shipments for the 2008 holiday season, Shipwire is offering new customers a free month
of storage space, valued at up to $250 per month, up until Sept. 1. Existing Shipwire
customers can receive credits on future container or parcel deliveries.

The U.K. facility is part of Shipwire’s plan for a network of international warehouses. It
